At the October meeting, a staff member from the Abingdon Branch of the Coventry Building Society visited to warn about the 
various scams that are now rife.  Criminals are becoming increasingly sophisticated in their knowledge.and capability for 
fraud.  We were advised that the golden rule when a suspect phone call is received is never, ever, give a password or PIN 
number, Banks and building societies will never ask for these on the telephone. When checking on suspect telephone calls, 
use a separate line, a mobile if possible or wait for a little time as callers may not cut the line at their end straight away. 
Similarly be on the lookout for fraudulent e-mails. While headings and formats may look legitimate, if the communication is 
unexpected, search for spelling  or grammatical errors which may be present. In particular if your name is not being used - 
the message is addressed to 'Dear Customer' for instance - then delete. and never click on any link given. We were advised 
to remember if any offer communicated by letter, e-mail or telephone, seems too good to be true, it almost certainly is.

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Neighbourhood update from PCSO Rich Osborn  
Thefts from vans : We have received increased reports of tools been stolen 

from vans across the area. I know it is not always easy if you have an early 
start or no secure storage but please do not leave tools in your van overnight 
if possible. Consider taking basic target hardening steps to reduce your 
chances of becoming a victim of this crime. Consider fitting CCTV or flood 
lights at your home and an alarm and extra locks on your vehicle. There are 
power tools that can brought that contain trackers and can also be remotely 
ñkilledò so making them useless to an offender.    
Anti -social behaviour (ASB) : Calls about ASB have reduced in the area. 

However, I have received reports of children climbing on the roof of buildings 
in the area.  Damage has been caused and it is very dangerous to be up there 
- if someone was to slip and fall they could cause themselves a serious injury. 
I have also been patrolling the garage areas in Wootton as I have had reports 
of ASB and drug use. Please report any ASB issues by called 101. 
Parking : I have had reports about parking. Please remember that unless you 

live on a private road you do not own or have parking rights outside your 
home. It is not unreasonable to expect to park outside your own home and it 
can be very frustrating if people are parking and catching the bus into town or 
avoiding paying for parking elsewhere. However, if the vehicle is taxed, 
insured, has an MOT (over three years old) and is not causing an obstruction 
they are perfectly within the law to park there. 

Crime prevention advice: We have seen an increase of lead thefts in 
the area, especially from church and school roofs. If you would any 
crime reduction advice about this if you are worried about lead thefts 
contact me as there are security marking products and steps that can 
be taken to reduce your chances of becoming a victim.     
What the neighbourhood team have been doing 
I went to the launch of the new Oxfordshire and Buckinghamshire fire 
engines with PCSO Sue Haynes earlier in the month and even got to 
drive one! The Neighbourhood Policing team are now conducting joint 
Safe and Well visits with the Fire and Rescue Service. These checks 
are to make sure that the vulnerable and elderly people in our 
community have got everything safe and in order at their homes 
therefore reducing ill health and harm.
